Our farm has been growing certified 
organic produce since 1994. We are located in 
scenic New Braintree near the Quabbin Reservoir 
on over 72 acres of rolling fields and forested hills. 
Our clients include major food retailers as well as 
cooperatives, but more importantly, we have 
moved into a new phase of direct marketing 
through our CSA. Our future as a small family 
owned farm demands a new method of providing 
for our loyal clients and finding those new 
customers just waiting for the opportunity to begin 
making better health choices. 
 
What exactly is a CSA? 
 

The concept of CSA membership began more 
than thirty years ago as organic family-run farms 
realized that a new local delivery system was 
necessary. This new system of operation would 
greatly enhance the consumer understanding and 
appreciation for the process of growing and 
harvesting high quality organic foods. The 
immediate concern was always price, which was 
hard to overcome when marketed through other 
distributors. As a result, some courageous and 
bright farmers decided to eliminate the costly 
middle-man and bring the savings direct to the 
consumer.  

This Community Shares Agriculture concept 
has enabled many locally operated farms 
throughout the U.S. to stay in operation in order to 
provide the highest quality local, sustainable, and 

certified organic produce for the discriminating 
consumer. The model that we have embraced 
involves a set fee for the growing season in 
exchange for a weekly delivery of organic 
vegetables and limited small fruit.  Delivery 
(depending on weather conditions) is scheduled 
for the 2nd or 3rd week of June and continues for 
15 weeks of deliveries. 

Our full share includes a large bushel size box 
of certified organic vegetables available for 
harvest each week. * With the cost of every facet 
of farm operation increasing at an alarming speed; 
including labor, seeds, fertilizers, biological 
controls and especially fuel, this CSA model is 
better for you, and our environment! By delivering 
to over 500 CSA members , our one truck uses far 
less fossil fuel than if each made a trip to the  
market just for organic vegetables. Our cost  
efficiency allows for us to do what almost  
all csa’s will not-We bring the harvest to  
you! By your partnership, you provide for  
local farm land to remain productive, free of  
pesticides and all harmful chemicals and  
synthetic materials. We promise to use only  
sustainable, organic and sound ecological  
practices, so that our future generations  will  
have local, sustainable, organic food  
available!
